IN THE IMAGE OF SAINT DEMETRIUS OF THESSALONIKI: REPRESENTAT!ON
OF ARULER WITH A SWORD ON THE COINS OF KING AND EMPEROR DUSAN

The cults of military saints (including Saint Demetrius) were widespread in the
Byzantine Empire and in the Medieval Serbia. Although venerated since the days of Early
Christianity, the cults of military saints gained significantly greater following in the second
half of the 9th century and in the first decades of the 10th century, in the time of military
expansion of the Byzantine Empire. However, the images of warrior saints appeared on
Byzantine coins and imperial seals for the first time during the reign of the emperors from the
Komnenos dynasty. Thus, the image of Saint Demetrius appears for the first time on the coins
of Alexios I Komnenos, minted in Thessaloniki in 1081-1082, with the representation of the
saint as giving the labarum to the emperor. The coins minted by Theodore Komnenos Doukas
in Thessaloniki feature a new type of iconographic representation of Saint Demetrius, with
the saint being depicted on the throne, in full military dress, holding an unsheathed sword in
his right hand and over his lap, with sheaths placed in his left hand, i.e. holding the sword
with both hands.

By following the specific iconography of representation of St. Demetrius first created
in the Thessaloniki mint, the text elaborates its imitations and formation of the image of
the ruler after the model of St. Demetrius of Thessaloniki on the money of John III Doukas
Vatatzes, Emperor of Nicaea, Byzantine emperor Michael VIII Palaiologos minted after the
restoration of the empire, Bulgarian emperor Ivan II Asen, as well as on the coins of Serbian
kings Dragutin, Stefan Decanski and particularly that of king and emperor Dusan. The war-
rior saints, the glorified Lord’s soldiers, were models to Byzantine and Medieval Serbian
rulers and personified specific ways of behaviour. Therefore, the desire to equate the ruler and
the warrior saint visually came naturally. However, these images of rulers on coins and seals
carried much deeper, propagandistic message. In certain cases distributed simultaneously
with military conquests of Thessaloniki, they were supposed to represent the conquerors
in the image of the patron saint of Thessaloniki, as the city’s new protectors and defenders.
