The book contains six chap-
ters: Establishment, Activity, and
Renewal of the Faculty (1920-1946);
Faculty of Philosophy: Scientific and
Social Center of Skopje and Southern
Serbia; Student Care; Teaching
Staff - Scientific and Civil Elite of
an Era (1920-1941); Anica Savih
Rebac (1892 - 1953); Contributions
to Specially Selected Sources and
Literature.

The first chapter sheds light on
the period from the founding of the
Faculty in 1920 until the April War
of 1941, while the second chapter ex-
amines the institutions and establish-
ments that the Faculty of Philosophy
and its members had a direct connec-
tion with. In the third chapter, the au-
thor discusses the conditions for stu-
dents’ studies, with a special emphasis
on the construction of a modern stu-
dent dormitory, the establishment of
scholarships to support talented or
financially disadvantaged students.
The fourth part contains biographies
and works of professors and associ-
ates of the Faculty. While the fifth
part is dedicated to the life and work
of Anica Savic Rebac. The sixth part,
in the form of an appendix, presents
lists of students, teaching staff, activi-
ties of the Faculty of Philosophy and
related institutions during the interwar
period, with photo attachments of ex-
cerpts from the daily press of that time
and preserved documents.

As Stojkovi¢ himself em-
phasizes, the Faculty of Philosophy
in Skopje was a breeding ground of
many other cultural, scientific, artis-
tic, civic, museum and educational
institutions, some of which still ex-
ist today (in a different form and es-
sence, but citing the tradition of their
predecessors): the University and
the first public library (1920), the

After the liberation of the
southern regions of Old Serbia and
Macedonia in 1912, there was a need
to introduce regular conditions in all
spheres of life, including public edu-
cation and higher education, which
were at a very low level in the south
of the Kingdom of Serbia, with more
than 90% illiterate population.

The announcement of the estab-
lishment of a new faculty in Skopje
represents the adoption of the Law
on the University of the Kingdom
of Serbs, Croats, and Slovenes in
Ljubljana, which was passed on July
23 and came into force on August 23,
1919, in the Official Gazette of the
Kingdom of SHS, no. 85/19.4. This
idea was particularly emphasized by
scientists in the field of social-philo-
logical and natural-ethnological sci-
ences, among whom Jovan Cviji¢,
then Rector of the University of
Belgrade, took the first place.

The first elected teachers of the
Skopje faculty held their first Council
meeting on May 9, 1920, in the build-
ing of the Belgrade Rectorate (the
Captain-MiSa’s mansion). The meeting
was attended by Jovan Cviji¢, Rector,

as well as professors Aleksandar
Beli¢ and Stanoje Stanojevi¢, on be-
half of the University Rectorate, and
professors Tihomir Ostoji¢, Stepan
Kuljbakin, and Radoslav Gruji¢ on
behalf of the Faculty. Dr. Tihomir
Ostoji¢ was unanimously elected as
the first dean, and Dr. Radoslav Gruji¢
was elected as the representative and
deputy dean.

In the following subchapters,
the author chronologically explains
all the facts that influenced the devel-
opment of the Faculty of Philosophy
in Skopje in the period from 1920
to 1941, as well as the turbulent cir-
cumstances such as three attempts to
abolish the faculty (in 1925, 1927, and
1933).

The famous architect and the
most well-known mayor of Skopje,
Josif Mihailovi¢ (1929-1936, 1940-
1941), stood at the forefront of the
joint efforts to save the work of the
Faculty of Philosophy. Mihailovi’
made the decision to save the faculty
by establishing the so-called Action
Committee, in which he was greatly
assisted by Dr. Radoslav Grujic.

The establishment of the
Yearbook of the Skopje Faculty of
Philosophy is particularly movingly
described in which significant works
of professors and the best student
works from the fields of archaeol-
ogy, language, literature, political and
church history, art history, philosophy,
pedagogy, geography, anthropogeog-
raphy, ethnology, dialectology, and
others were published.

In a separate subsection, the
author describes the political circum-
stances that led to the cessation of
work. Due to the open support of the
illegal and banned communist move-
ment, which called for surrender and
desertion of the army, secession of

parts of the Kingdom of Yugoslavia,
and its disappearance, Professor of
Philosophy at the Faculty, DuSan
Nedeljkovi¢, and his assistant Vuko
Pavicevi¢c were arrested and sent
to a forced labor camp in Bileéa in
1940. After a brief April War in 1941,
Professor DuSan Nedeljkovi¢ spent
the majority of the occupation pe-
riod in the communist movement, for
which he would be rewarded after
1944 by being given the opportunity
to lead a commission at the University
of Belgrade to determine war crimes
committed by the occupiers and their
collaborators. Among the many pro-
fessors whose academic honors and
civil rights were revoked by this com-
mission was Radoslav Grujié¢, his
longtime colleague and dean at the
Skopje Faculty.

When it comes to the devel-
opment of historical science and re-
lated disciplines, the second chapter
of the book provides a large number
of answers, primarily providing in-
formation about the founding of the
Skopje Scientific Society in 1921. The
Supervisory Board of the Society was
composed of Dr. Radoslav M. Gruji¢
(president), Rista Ognjanovi¢, and
Dragomir S. Obradovié. The Society
set itself the goal of ,,acting with the
highest educational means on the cul-
tural and educational revival of the
southern regions, and particularly
paying attention to fixating, by scien-
tific methods, in pictures and words,
the entire state of material and spiri-
tual culture in these areas during the
time when we liberated them, so that it
can provide future generations and the
whole cultural humanity with the pos-
sibility to be more clearly and reliably
convinced of the cultural efforts that
we have to invest in the revival of this

Gruyji¢ remained at the head of the
Skopje Scientific Society’s Gazette
until his departure from Skopje on
October 20, 1937.

This subchapter highlights the
section dedicated to Radoslav M.
Gruji¢, the founder of the systemati-
zation and organization of science in
Skopje. Gruji¢ left a particular mark
on the Museum of Southern Serbia, to
which the author devotes special at-
tention. The author, Milo§ Stojkovic,
dedicated dozens of pages to the ac-
tivities carried out in the Museum of
Southern Serbia and its museum de-
partments. The consideration of the
location of the museum stands out, as
Radoslav Gruji¢ secured the restora-
tion of KurSumli Han for the accom-
modation of the museum lapidarium.
At this point, the author points out a
fact that is less known to the wider
public: ,,Under the jurisdiction of the
Skopje Metropolitanate, some of the
most significant endowments of the
Nemanji¢ dynasty and their relatives
were located, which, after centuries of
neglect, were in very poor condition.*
The establishment of the Church
Museum in Skopje in 1937 complet-
ed the museum offer of Skopje and
Southern Serbia, while also satisfying
another significant cultural, scientific,
and church need. With the opening
of the Church Museum, the impe-
rial Skopje became the first special-
ized church museum in the Kingdom
of Yugoslavia, and within it, the first
Gallery of Frescoes of Southern
Serbia. Prof. Gruji¢, the then direc-
tor of the Museum of Southern Serbia
and dean of the Faculty of Philosophy,
provided great support to the idea of
Metropolitan Joseph of Skopje (1931-
1957) for the establishment of the
Church Museum in Skopje. In addi-
tion to providing detailed informa-

tion about the first library in Skopje
and the scholarship fund for the best
students, the author also introduces
us to the names of the professors who
taught at the Faculty of Philosophy
in Skopje. A total of 100 professors
and teaching associates were en-
gaged in teaching at the Faculty of
Philosophy in Skopje from December
16, 1920, to April 3, 1941, in all po-
sitions. Among them, it is essen-
tial to mention prominent historians
such as Atanasije Urosevi¢, Vladimir
Mosin, Grga Novak, Miodrag Al.
Purkovi¢, Nikolaj Ljvovich Okunjev,
Radoslav Gruji¢, Svetozar Radojci¢,
Frans Meseznell, and Haralampije
Polenakovikj. Among the visiting
professors, it is worth noting that
many other well-known professors
and experts were engaged, such as
Aleksandar Solovyov, Nikola Vuli¢,
Nikola Radojci¢, Aleksandar Deroko,
Tomo  Smiljani¢-Bradina, Jovan
Radoni¢, Miodrag Grbi¢, Zarko Tati¢,
and others.

This part of the book is particu-
larly dedicated to Anica Savi¢ Rebac,
who was the first female university
professor in Skopje. The author pays
special attention to her, wondering
why she is on the margins of memory
in Skopje. Presenting the biography of
Anica’s husband Hasan, who fought as
a volunteer in the Battle of Kumanovo
in October 1912, the author reminds
us that Anica came to Skopje accom-
panying her husband, who had been
dismissed from the position of the
head of the Muslim Department of the
Ministry of Education and Religion in
Belgrade. Therefore, he was appoint-
ed as the director of the Directorate
of Muslim Wagqf Properties (today the
building of ,,Ibn Pajko* in Skopje),
while teaching Oriental languages at
the Skopje Great Madrasa. Anica ini-

tially worked in Skopje as a professor
of Latin, Greek, German, and French
language at the Queen Maria Women’s
Real Gymnasium and the King
Alexander I Great Madrasa (founded
in 1924). At the Great Madrasa, she
was a professor of the aforemen-
tioned languages until March 1941,
with a break from October 1938 to
March 1939, when she was assigned
to the Women’s Real Gymnasium in
Novi Sad. They lived in Skopje, not
far from the Great Madrasa building,
on Queen Marie Street No. 3 (now
Ilinden Street), where professors,
teachers, senior officials, and officers
lived, the city’s cultural and social
elite of the time. At the invitation of
the Faculty of Philosophy in Skopje,
in the same year, she began teach-
ing Latin and Greek as an honorary
professor, becoming the first female
university professor in Skopje and
the whole of Yugoslavia. Earlier, she
faced numerous resistances from the
intellectual and academic community,
due to the sheer competitiveness of
colleagues. Professors at the Faculty
of Philosophy in Skopje, but also later
in Belgrade, persistently refused her
applications for a permanent profes-
sorial position at one of the university
departments, so she was retired for the
first time in 1932. In the meantime,
she obtained a doctorate, and in 1936,
she applied for a competition for the
appointment of an associate profes-
sor at the Faculty of Philosophy, but
unfortunately, she was not selected.
Of particular importance is the fact
that Anica Savi¢ corresponded with
Thomas Mann, but only one let-
ter from 1929 addressed by Mann to
Anica while she lived in Skopje has
been preserved. The author attached
a photograph of the letter and at the
same time provides information that,

thanks to Stanislav Vinaver, Rebecca
West visited Skopje, where Anica and
Hasan Rebac were her guides. In the
sixth chapter, there is an alphabeti-
cally classified list of all professors,
assistants, and lecturers of the Faculty
of Philosophy in Skopje from 1920
to 1941, followed by a list of gradu-
ated students from 1920 to 1939. After
that, there is a list of members of the
Skopje Scientific Society (honorary,
regular, correspondent, associates,
helpers, benefactors, and great bene-
factors), as well as a list of public lec-
tures held.

The author makes a special ef-
fort to include preserved documenta-
tion from the Faculty of Philosophy
in Skopje, starting from the first min-
utes, budget proposals, lecture sched-
ules, letters, memoranda, title pages
of books published by the Museum of
Southern Serbia (Svetozar Radojci¢,
Portraits of Serbian Rulers in the
Middle Ages, Museum of Southern
Serbia, Skopje 1934; Petar Mitropan,
The First Intellectuals in the South,
Printing House of Southern Serbia,
Skopje 1936, etc.) all the way to se-
lected texts from contemporary daily
newspapers (,,Vreme*; ,,Politika®),
which often wrote about the scientific
results of teachers and collaborators of
the Faculty of Philosophy in Skopje.

bTaking into account that
the monograph on the Faculty of
Philosophy in Skopje is appearing for
the first time in our scientific com-
munity, it is important to emphasize
that every interested reader will find
dozens of data in this book that have
either been on the margins of science
or almost completely forgotten. The
meticulous handling of the text, the
indication of the activities of scientific
contributors who have made such im-

tage that it can be freely said that it
is a capital work, are characteristics
of this book. The author sovereignly
commands the arguments, objectively
interprets the not so easy historical
circumstances in the interwar period,
understands the contemporary intel-
lectual movements with expertise,
and manages to show and prove that
Skopje was truly an intellectual center
in this period where serious scientists,
dedicated professors, especially in the
fields of history and art history, creat-
ed and worked at the source of ideas.
On the front page, the author sensibly
attaches a photograph of the Faculty
of Philosophy, a famous work by the
architect Momir Korunovi¢. Not only
by the visual solution but also by the
extremely interesting content, it is
clear that this book stands out when it
comes to publications dedicated to the
history of higher education, so it is not
surprising that the Ministry of Culture
of the Republic of Serbia recognized
and financially supported the publi-
cation of this book. Polemical tone,
clear argumentation, ease of follow-
ing the text are just some of the quali-
ties of this book. It is certain that this
is a publication that every researcher
interested in the scientific activity of
Radoslav Gruji¢, Svetozar Radojcic,
and Alexander Deroko should read
and cite. Therefore, the academic
community finally has access to a
consistent and erudite publication, in-
dispensable for understanding and in-
terpreting university life of Skopje in
the period from 1920 to 1946.
